Construction Issues

� Constrained site (narrow)
� Constrained access (available only from north)
� Requirement for continued rail on one track
� Restrictions in working close to live rail
� Restrictions for available rail shut downs
� Requirement to interface with development over triangle
� Adjacent residential developments (noise)
� Detailed sequence/programme developed
� 21 month programme – completion January 2010
